This fee 
is NON-REFUNDABLE. Applicants who decide to change their term of entry after admission may update their file for 
the next two terms without another application fee.

Assistantships: Three types of graduate assistantships are available to degree-seeking students: general, research, and 
teaching. Stipends vary according to the percentage of appointment and the length of service. Assistants are eligible for 
tuition remission. Academic departments and other units on campus award assistantships. Openings are posted in the 
individual departments, in the Graduate School, and on the Graduate School website (siue.edu/graduate).  
 
Awards: First-time graduate degree-seeking students may apply for a Competitive Graduate Award, which provides a 
stipend and a waiver of tuition. Application forms are available in the Graduate School, Campus Box 1046, SIUE, 
Edwardsville, IL 62026-1046, (618) 650-3010 or at siue.edu/graduate/prospective/awards.shtml. Deadline for 
applications is January 15.
